George, who is an alumni of
St. Thomas College, Thrissur is a
recipient of Grammy Award. He is
a wellknown violinist in the genres
of World Fusion, Indian Classical,
Indian Blues, Indo Jazz, Indian
Folk Music etc. His performance
as music director, music composer
and music producer has
intemational acclaim. He is a native
of Olarikkara, Thrissur.

MANOJ GEORGE

He performed as a violinist for the album “Winds of Samsara” and he
holds the credit of being the first Malayalee to get the award. He worked as a
music composer, performer and collaborator. He has got licentiate in violin
from the Trinity College of Music*, London. He represented Kerala and
Lakshadweep NCC directorate as the Cultural Leader at the Republic Day
Camp held in New Delhi in 1990. He was awarded a scholarship from the
Ministry of Human Resource and Culture. He conducted music concerts in
India and all over the world. He was honoured by the Govt. of Kerala for his
achievements in music in 2015. He established his own world fusion band
“‘Manoj George for Strings” and offers training for any talents. He has composed
music for Malayalam and Kannada films. He composed background music for
the Malayalam film Kharaaksharangalwhich won the National Film Award for
the Best Children’s Film in 2001. He was also the music director for the film
Urvi, which has been nominated for the Los Angeles FilmAward. Heis also a
part of famous band Lucky Ali. He is also working as a faculty in the New
Wave Music Centre, Bangalore.
